the Catholic Church.

Instituting this Feast of Christ, the
King in 1925, Pope Pius XI proclaimed:
“Pax Christi in regno Christi” (the
peace of Christ in the reign of Christ).
This means that we live in the peace of
Christ when we surrender our lives to
Him every day, accept Him as our God,
Savior and King and allow Him to rule
our lives.
